The greatest plan and work of God came 
about not through the wisdom and guidance of 
wonderful pastors, powerful preaching, 
proactive churches, or the strength of a nation. 

There was only one institution that could bear the unimaginable 
burden of fulfilling the greatest, most intricate design ever 
devised… the family. 
 
The New Testament begins with a short but sweet introduction to 
“the greatest story ever told.”  That story didn’t begin with the birth 
of Christ, neither did it conclude that first Christmas morning. The 
mode by which this story is perpetuated is done so first and 
foremost in the family. 
 
Think about what is implied in this simple verse and the list of 
parents and children to follow. The plan of God to redeem his 
people was contingent upon Abraham’s family’s success in being 
just that: a family. All of us know that keeping a family together is 
hard enough these days. His family not only stayed together 
through some of the toughest times imaginable, but somehow they 
were able to stay about the same business through all those 
generations; namely, being true to the One God. All the while the 
plan of God unfolds and brings about the birth of his Son. 
 
But the importance of the family does not end there. In fact, it now 
increases. For now it is the responsibility of all people to continue 
the plan of God not only in their own branch of the family tree, but 
to actively bring more people into Abraham’s family. 
 
Such is the importance of the family. 
 
It is easy for me as a pastor to place a little extra importance on 
the role I have in the plan of God because I have such a visible 
role in the church. But God often humbles me in reminding me that 
the responsibility to further his plan for proclaiming his glory among 
the nations rests squarely on the family. My responsibility is the 
same as yours: I need to care for and direct my family toward God.   
 
Then one day, when we see Christ returning in his glory, the story 
will end, and we’ll see clearly how important the family truly is.
